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Overall Performance
· For the year so far, 14 destinations have reported data. Eight destinations recorded increases in tourist arrivals, while six destinations recorded declines.

· 11 destinations reported data for the month of January alone, six of which recorded growth in tourist arrivals ranging from 0.3% in the US Virgin Islands to 13.2% in Trinidad & Tobago. Five destinations reporting data for this period recorded declined tourist arrivals ranging from -0.9% in Bermuda to -15.0% in Montserrat.

· Three destinations reported data for the period January to February. Martinique (10.5%) and Antigua & Barbuda (12.0%) both recorded significant growth in tourist arrivals, while the Dominican Republic alone recorded a -3.5% decline.  
By Month
· During the month of January, Antigua & Barbuda recorded the highest percentage growth of 13.9% followed closely by Trinidad & Tobago recording 13.2% increase in tourist arrivals and then Cuba with a 12.7% increase.

· Montserrat recorded the largest percentage decrease in tourist arrivals for the month of January with -15.0%. Other destinations recording contracting tourist arrivals ranged between -4.7% recorded in the Cayman Islands and -0.9% recorded in Bermuda.

· Out of the three destinations reporting data for the month of February, Martinique recorded the highest percentage growth of 11.5% followed by Antigua & Barbuda recording 10.1% increase. The Dominican Republic recorded a -3.3% decline in tourist arrivals for this month.
By Market
United States

· Overall arrivals from the American market increased in eight (out of 12) destinations and declined in just three destinations.
· For the month of January alone, Trinidad & Tobago recorded the highest percentage growth in arrivals from the United States of 31.8%. Other increases in tourist arrivals from the American market ranged between 0.8% in Bermuda to 7.3% in Anguilla. Arrivals from the United States declined in Montserrat (-9.7%), Aruba (-3.0%) and was relatively flat in the Cayman Islands (-0.2%).

· Both destinations reporting data for the period January to February recorded growth in the American market with Antigua & Barbuda recording a 18.0% increase and the Dominican Republic recording an 8.9% increase.

Canada

· Growth was recorded in four destinations from the Canadian market overall, while eight destinations reported a contraction in arrivals from Canada.

· Out of the 10 destinations reporting arrival data for the month of January alone, Curacao recorded the highest percentage growth in Canadian arrivals of 20.0% followed by 9.0% growth in Trinidad & Tobago and 7.3% in Anguilla. Seven destinations recorded declined arrivals from Canada during this time ranging from-4.1% in Cuba to -24.0% in Montserrat.
· Between January and February the Dominican Republic recorded a 5.7% increase in arrivals from Canada, while Antigua & Barbuda recorded a -7.8% decline.

Europe

· Conversely, eight destinations recorded growth in arrivals from the European market overall and just four destinations recorded declines in arrivals from Europe.

· Cuba recorded a robust 41.2% growth in arrivals from Europe, while other increases in tourist arrivals from the region ranged from 1.9% recorded in Aruba to 17.9% recorded in Anguilla. Montserrat recorded a -19.9% decrease in European tourist arrivals for January. Declines in tourist arrivals from this region were also recorded in the Cayman Islands (-16.9%), Trinidad & Tobago (-9.8%), and Saint Lucia (-4.0%).

· Both Antigua & Barbuda (12.9%) and the Dominican Republic (1.0%) recorded growth in arrivals from Europe between January and February. 
Cruise Arrivals
· Eight destinations reported cruise passenger arrival data, four of which recorded growth and four recorded declines.

· Jamaica (11.4%) and Antigua & Barbuda (8.0%) recorded increased cruise passenger arrivals, while Curacao (-4.2%) and the Cayman Islands (-2.0%) recorded decreased cruise passenger arrivals for the month of January alone.
· Between January and February Martinique recorded a robust 50.5% increase in cruise arrivals and the US Virgin Islands recorded a 5.6% increase. Declined cruise passenger arrivals was recorded in Cozumel (-4.8%) and St. Maarten (-13.7%) during this period.
