I also wish to inform you that CAST will continue to offer the capability formation 
services to CSHAE and CHTA members in the following areas:

• Sustainable management in hotel operation
• Implementation of hotel environmental systems
• Preventive systems and disaster risk management in hotels
• Optimize use of tourist areas’ cultural and natural resources
• Obtaining UNESCO declarations as cultural and natural World Heritage

CAST also assists members with request for funds from international organizations to 
support projects that are profitable for Caribbean tourist areas.  CSHAE members 
interested in designing or implementing projects in its own tourist area are encouraged 
to utilize CAST for consultation as well as assistance creating formal requests.

Currently, CAST is working on the CHENACT project development in Barbados, 
focused on Caribbean hotels’ energy efficiency management.  The program cost over $2 
million and it is financiered by the Inter-American Development Bank (IDB), 
Caribbean Tourism Organization (CTO), Caribbean Alliance for Sustainable Tourism 
(CAST), Caribbean Hotel & Tourism Association (CHTA), GTZ, CDE and Barbados 
Government.
